Friendship, Families and Fun exhibition: 
Birmingham Heritage Week 
 
The Archive Group is enthusiastically working towards its 
next exhibition, ‘Friendship, Families and Fun’, which will 
be one of many Birmingham Heritage Week events 
happening between 12 and 20 September 2025. The free 
exhibition will illustrate the long-standing commitment of 

All Saints to serve the needs of the local community, offering relevant support through valuable 
friendship, family support and lots of fun activities. 
 
The many clubs, groups and annual events, past and present, will be illustrated by photographs 
ranging in date from 1903 to 2025. Sports, music, drama, outings, camps and fellowship have helped 
generations of local people to learn new life skills or disciplines, discover latent talents and gain 
confidence. The commitment and determination which has delivered the newly-extended all Saints 
Centre and the Square are the latest milestone in over 160 years of efforts to serve the local 
community. The exhibition offers a fascinating glimpse into social history, the changing role of 
women and the ongoing importance of the church in enriching local lives in whatever small or large 
way it can.  
 
The exhibition will be open from 10am until 3pm on Saturday 20th September with free guided 
tours of the church at 11am and 12:30pm. Please encourage your friends and neighbours to join us 
– more information can be found on the poster on the opposite page or via the link 
https://birminghamheritageweek.co.uk/event/friendship-families-and-fun-since-1860/.

Creating the exhibition has been fairly straightforward due to the excellent work carried out by our 
two University of Birmingham students, Eleanor and Tabitha. The girls joined us on work experience 
and in just 70 hours apiece have created a topline inventory of all our existing documents. These are 
now sorted into appropriate groups within storage boxes and are easily found after consulting the 
inventory. A huge task completed and a huge step 
forward for the group. 
 
The next step is to improve physical storage and enable 
material to be accessed more easily. A new vestment 
wardrobe has been added to the South Vestry, allowing 
the large existing cupboards to be allocated purely for 
the storage of archive materials. The Group is currently 
planning how best to use this space and then how to refine the inventory further to produce a 
catalogue containing more detail about each document. If you have any photographs or documents 
relating to All Saints activities from any period and would like to share them with the Archive Group 
we would be delighted to hear from you.

Remembering Gill Parkin 
Following her death in June, a service was held at All Saints on 14 August to give thanks for Gill’s 
remarkable life and part in our fellowship, and to bury her ashes in the Memorial Garden. David’s 
reflections at this service are reprinted below. 
 
Gill was good at lists. They helped get the job done, keep 
people safe and, importantly, equip others to do the job next 
time. St Paul gives a list of things that help a community to be 
healthy: ministry, teaching, encouragement, leadership, 
pastoral care, practical giving. But these were not merely 
things to check and tick off one by one. They are just a few 
examples. The important thing to Paul is the way the different 
gifts interact for mutual benefit. Even as a good 
mathematician, Gill knew a community is greater than the sum of its parts. If we can get the 
chemistry right, each person bringing their gifts can build up those around them and allow their 
different gifts to flourish.  
 
A second crucial thing for St Paul is the spirit in which gifts are offered in community. Having said we 
should not think of ourselves more highly than we ought, he goes on to insist we do own up to the 
gifts we have and offer them uncompetitively in the mix. Humility is not about denial of gifts. It is 
humble to step up and use them, for the common good. Again, he could point to Gill to illustrate the 
uncomplaining diligence, the good-humoured service he’s after. There are always pitfalls. No 
community is without friction, but some people seem, by their very presence, to change the 
chemistry, to improve the atmosphere. Gill was one of those. 
 
Activity without reflection risks being either a way of hiding, or a kind of self-justification. That’s why 
when Jesus’ friend Martha asked him to tell her sister off for not helping with the dishes, Jesus 
affirmed Mary’s choice of listening and reflecting. We remembered those two at Gill’s cremation 
service, and reflected on Gill’s integrity, her reflective and her practical self being in enviable balance. 
 
How practically and intellectually gifted she was. Her energy and focus, her methodical approach to 
any task, her persistence and stamina, planning, executing and finishing, could leave one feeling 
intimidated, except everything was offered with generosity, that sparkly, smiling look; that un-
postured sense of service. Among the Crafters she enjoyed and contributed skills and conviviality in 
equal measure. Friends of different generations felt her encouragement, her calming stillness when 
listening, her empathy when reflecting on the joys and challenges of life. Gill was immensely proud 
and glad to share news of Isabelle and Megan’s progress, yet she would be proud today, too, of her 

young Traidcraft helper Ionie’s A Level results.  
 
I admire the range of skills applied in church administration, shrewd insight in 
a difficult safeguarding meeting, talented catering in Lunch Club, busy and 
efficient in her chequered overcoat, pastorally-sensitive volunteering in The 
Robin Centre. But in all this I think of the click of the church door on many a 
dark, wet, windy evening as John and Gill arrived for Compline or Evening 
Prayer. I think of her, eyes closed, as she received the cross of ash on her 
forehead. I think of her inhabiting the stillness between the readings of the 
Watch on Maundy Thursday, or Tenebrae on Good Friday. Her activity was 

anchored by humbling reflection. Her practical action was attuned to the Holy Spirit. 



 
 

As if all those exhortations about our attitude to others were not enough, St Paul added that we 
should be patient in suffering. As if all Gill’s practical gifts and energies so generously shared were 
not enough, in her bewilderingly swift physical decline, Gill showed astonishing grace. The strength 
and patience that had steadily lugged camping gear across the fields at Greenbelt, and the boxes of 
Traidcraft goods across the square in all weathers, showed itself in a new way: patience accepting 
care, patience accepting bad news, patience in showing gratitude for the small things – a visit, a 
photograph, some good news of granddaughters at University, a maple tree in autumn outside her 
window. While we have struggled to witness Gill’s gradual confinement, in her strength, patience, 
kindness and freedom from conceit or envy, there is absolute consistency and continuity.   
 
We could not be more confident that Gill now hears Jesus’ words: ‘Well done, good and faithful 
servant. Come. Enter into the joy of your Lord.’ 
 
During the service, the following tributes to Gill collected from friends within the All Saints 
congregation were also given: 
 
‘Gently kind, patient, diligent, thorough, quietly effective, gentle yet strong.’ 
 

‘Constancy, determination living out Christian values, intelligent presence.’ 
 
These are some of the words that keep being heard as All Saints friends share memories of Gill. 
Encouraging when someone volunteered to help, understanding when someone had to stop 
volunteering for something; often at the back of church, quietly observant, she noticed everything.   
 
How many of us have received that gentle reminder that it was time to order Traidcraft Christmas 

cards, but then when, flustered, we give her a late request, it was never too 
much trouble. She never seemed harassed when people were crowding 
round her stall. We never heard her complain when it was cold and wet on 
Farmers’ Market day. So many have a Traidcraft dessertspoon, or trivet, or 
dish that remind us of her. We miss the doorstep chat with armfuls of 
kitchen towel. 
 
After Gill and John had been on their Traidcraft visits, meeting the 
producers in Latin America, Africa, India, Vietnam, they would give a 
presentation. It was good to learn more about the work and vividly share 
their experiences. They prepared so very well: it all ran smoothly, the 
pictures and commentary perfectly co-ordinated; you could sit back at ease 

confident that nothing would go wrong and just enjoy the event. 
 
With 10,000 outlets in the UK, both shops such as Oxfam and churches of all denominations, Gill and 
John were the 32nd largest sellers of Tradecraft in England; this in no small part was due to Gill’s 
tenacity, reliability and diligence. 
 
Gill was a diligent and effective churchwarden in the 1990s. Everyone who is a churchwarden brings 
their own skills and ideas to the role. Gill was the organised warden, quietly efficient, bequeathing 
comprehensive lists that are still in use. All pewsheets for different services throughout the year 
catalogued and filed in Perspex boxes to keep them dry and ready for use. After the storm, searching 
diligently for pieces of the stained glass which had been damaged both inside the church and out in 
the graveyard. Applying all her admin skills she calmly and quietly beavered away to make the church 
services run smoothly.  



 
 

Music matters 

With her signature characteristic cheerfulness and quick light steps, lots of us remember enjoying 
conversation with Gill on church rambles. As the joint leader and instigator of the All Saints Ramblers 
with Pam Coley she was the one who insisted on reconnoitring the walks, putting up a yearly list and 
leading without any fuss or drama. The Ramblers started in 2001 – the year of foot-and-mouth and 
a ban on walking in the countryside. So for the initial walk Gill started at Kings Heath Park down to 
Bournville and Selly Oak and along the canal to the city centre, returning by bus and having 
sandwiches along the way: the start of All Saints Ramblers. The happiest memories for Pam are 
walking with Gill, planning the routes for the Ramblers. ‘Much laughter shared when we turned a 
corner to a dead end or nowhere to park. Her meticulous eye for detail saved the day. I would say: 
“It will be fine,” but her answer was always: “Perhaps we should double-check.”’ 
 
A stalwart of Lunch Club, Gill co-ordinated, catered, served and collaborated for decades, adapting 
to all its iterations. How many thousands of sandwiches and trifles has she served; but more 
importantly, how many conversations has she enabled between people who might otherwise have 
been alone at home? 
 
Latterly, Traidcraft’s closure hit her very hard. Her losing the ability to walk hit her hard. When we 
visited in Neville Williams House, Gill could hardly lift her head from the pillow, her voice but a 
whisper, but she didn’t complain at all. Gracious and faithful in illness, she showed radiant hope. 
 
A timely card, a gentle word of encouragement, a wise prompt, a faithful presence at Compline or 
Taizé services, in her countless little thoughtful actions Gill ran a thread of kindness through the fabric 
of our church life. 
 
We are immeasurably glad we had the opportunity to have her in our life.

This 
year the theme was climate change and how it affects some of the world’s poorest communities 
such as in Guatemala. 
 
Working for climate justice, challenging the structural causes of the climate crisis and supporting 
farmers to increase their resilience, Christian Aid holds state institutions to account to ensure 
fairness for all. It is also there to support when disasters strike, such as hurricanes.  
 
Through its work with Congcoop in Guatemala,  Christian Aid is supporting communities to use their 
knowledge of indigenous farming practices, alongside training in new sustainable methods. Thanks 
to Congcoop, families are better able to adapt to heatwaves, droughts and storms and grow the food 
they need.

Paul’s background: Paul is now a member of the congregation. He has a Civil Service background 
although no longer works for the Civil Service. He has been a Scout Leader and that is where he 
became involved in DBS verification and safeguarding. He now works part-time and therefore has 
some spare time to do this work and quite enjoys this type of work. He has also done some of the 
mandatory diocesan safeguarding training.  
 
Parish Dashboard: Paul now has access to the diocesan DBS verification system and Parish 
Dashboard. He said that there are a number of actions required which he would be attending to as 
appropriate. He said that he needs to identify all the key people in the Centre and church who are 
required to have regular checks and training and introduce himself to them. 
 
Monitoring DBS check and safeguarding training status: Paul said that he would review the  list of all 
people in the Centre and church who requiring regular DBS and safeguarding training so that their 
status can be monitored and they can be advised when three-yearly checks or training is required.

Introduction to the congregation: David, our vicar, said that he would introduce Paul to the 
congregation to coincide with a DBS and safeguarding All Age service that he is planning in the 
autumn. 
 
Incidents: Paul said that he now holds the safeguarding mobile telephone should anyone wish to 
report an incident. 
 
Churchwarden’s report: 
New churchwarden: David is pleased to be able to announce that a Mr John Howell has expressed 
interest in undertaking the role of churchwarden. 
 
David is due to meet or has now met with Vivien Thickett and Chris Pearce, both former 
churchwardens, to progress the matter. 
 
Appointment: All things being well, John could be appointed at an extraordinary meeting of the PCC. 
 
Electoral roll: John would need to be on the church electoral roll and this would have to be checked 
and actioned as appropriate. 
 
Deanery Synod report: 
Meeting: David reported that a meeting of the Deanery Synod had recently taken place.  
 
Talk: At the meeting, a talk had been given regarding Kenya by a teacher who had been working 
there which had proved very interesting. 
 
Silver Eco Award: This was discussed at the meeting at which that there was a good clear 
presentation of the objectives of the diocese including the carbon cost of several kinds of food and 
also different kinds of heating systems. The Net Zero officer at the diocese is Ben Smith. Some small 
grants are available. 
 
Next meeting: Bishop Esther Prior of Aston is proposing to attend the next Deanery Synod meeting.

High days and holy days  

 
 

17 September – Hildegard, Abbess of Bingen 
If you want to make the most of every minute of your life, and to use your various talents to the 
utmost, then Hildegard is the saint for you. 
 
Born as the 10th child into a nobleman’s family in the Nahe valley of the Rhineland during the High 
Middle Ages, Hildegard stood out from others by the time she was eight. That was when she began 
to receive supernatural visions from God. Understandably, her family felt that this sort of thing was 
beyond them, and so they entrusted her to a woman called Jutta, a female recluse with close ties to 
the Benedictine monastery at Diessenberg. Seven years later Hildegard became a nun of the 
community around Jutta, and when Jutta died in 1136 Hildegard became the abbess. 
 
But Hildegard was never going to be one of your quiet nuns tucked away somewhere. Instead, she 
was always ‘out there’, and bursting with vitality and energy. She wrote on a wide variety of subjects, 
from theology to medicine to nature. She composed hymns, chants and songs. And she 
corresponded with many people, including royalty. 
 
Hildegard was a strong, outspoken woman who saw herself as standing in the Biblical prophetic 
tradition, and as such she was fearless in castigating and reprimanding people whom she saw as 
needing to repent. Her supernatural visions of God continued from 1141 to 1151, and with the 
approval of the Archbishop of Mainz, she recorded many of them. This collection was called Scivias, 
and it dealt with the nature of man of the Last Judgment. When the Pope also approved her visions 
and writings, Hildegard’s fame spread. In time, Hildegard’s community grew so large that it moved 
to Rupertsberg near Bingen, from where she travelled throughout the Rhineland, speaking and 
teaching. Above all, Hildegard had a firm focus to her life: Jesus Christ and his redemptive death on 
the cross. She was devoted to him. 
 
29 September – Michael and All Angels 
St Michael is an archangel, whose name means ‘who is like unto God?’. He makes various 
appearances throughout the Bible, from the Book of Daniel to the Book of Revelation. In Daniel, he 
is ‘one of the princes’ of the heavenly host, and the special guardian of Israel. In Revelation, he is the 
principal fighter of the heavenly battle against the devil. 
 
From early times, St Michael’s cult was strong in the British Isles. Churches in East Sussex, 
Gloucestershire and Wiltshire were dedicated to him. Bede mentions him. St Michael’s Mount in 
Cornwall was believed to commemorate a vision there in the 8th century. By the end of the Middle 
Ages, St Michael had 686 English churches dedicated to him. In art St Michael is often depicted as 
slaying the dragon, as in the 14th-century East Anglian Psalters, or in Epstein’s famous sculpture at 
Coventry Cathedral; or, in medieval art, as weighing souls. St Michael’s most famous shrine in 
western Europe is Mont-Saint-Michel, where a Benedictine abbey was founded in the 10th century.  
 
The ‘All Angels’ bit of this feast-day was added in 1969 when Gabriel and Raphael were included in 
with St Michael.
